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Abstract

This study aims to: 1) develop the English pronunciation skills of second grade students
using phonics instruction, and 2) compare the English pronunciation skills before and after the
implementation of phonics instruction for second grade students. The research population
consisted of 34 second grade students from the first semester of the 2024 academic year at
Ban Bo It School. The research instruments included: 1) a lesson plan for teaching English
pronunciation to second grade students, 2) phonics teaching method, and 3) a test of English
pronunciation ability. Data were analyzed using percentages, arithmetic means (u), standard

deviations (@), suitability values, and item-objective congruence (I0C) values.

The findings of the study revealed that:

1. The English pronunciation skills of second grade students at Ban Bo It School
improved by 39.1% after using phonics instruction.

2. The pronunciation skills after using phonics instruction were higher than before, with

an average score increase of 4 scores.
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
