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Abstract

This research aims to: 1) enhance the English vocabulary learning achievement of
Grade 4 students at Ban Bo It School by using songs in the teaching process, comparing results
before and after the lessons, and 2) examine the students' satisfaction with learning English
through songs. The population for this study consisted of 30 Grade 4 students from Ban Bo It
School enrolled in a basic English course during the first semester of the 2024 academic year.
The students represented a mix of proficiency levels, including advanced, intermediate, and
beginner. Data were collected using: 1) five instructional lesson plans, each lasting 60 minutes,
and 2) a 20-item English vocabulary achievement test administered both before and after the
lessons. The data were analyzed using statistical methods, including mean and standard

deviation.
The results of the study revealed that:

1. The use of songs in teaching English vocabulary significantly improved the learning
achievement of Grade 4 students, with post-lesson scores higher than pre-lesson scores by
21.8 percent.

2. Overall, students expressed the highest level of satisfaction with learning English

vocabulary through the use of songs.
