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Abstract

The objective of this research was to study the effectiveness of reading in the English
subject by using Thai alphabet comparison as part of the teaching method. The research
population consisted of Grade 2/1 students, selected through purposive sampling. Data were
collected using 1) English lesson plans and 2) multiple-choice tests. The quality of the tests
was validated by experts, with an Index of Item-Objective Congruence (I0C) between 0.5-1,
The data were analyzed using statistical methods, including mean and standard deviation.
The research results showed that Grade 2 students improved their English language skills by

developing these skills using Thai alphabet comparison.
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
