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Abstract

The purpose of this research is to study the effects of cooperative physical
education learning using peer-assisted techniques, the STAD method, and traditional
methods on the badminton skills of Grade 12 students at Mahawachirawut School,
Songkhla, during the first semester of the academic year 2024. The sample group consisted
of 84 Grade 12 students, divided into two groups of 42 each, selected through purposive
sampling. The first experimental group was taught using cooperative learning with peer-
assisted techniques and the STAD method, while the second control group followed
traditional physical education teaching methods. The research tools included physical
education lesson plans for cooperative learning using peer-assisted techniques, the STAD
method, and traditional methods, with a content validity of 0.95. The badminton skill test
had a validity of 1.0, reliability of 0.97, and objectivity of 0.99. The results were analyzed
using mean, standard deviation, t-tests, one-way repeated measures ANOVA, and Tukey's
post-hoc test for pairwise comparisons.

The results showed that 1) both the experimental group and the control group
demonstrated significantly improved badminton skills post-training at a 0.05 significance
level. After the second week of training, the experimental group showed significantly better

badminton skills compared to the control group at a 0.05 significance level
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
