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Abstract

The purpose of this research is to develop cooperative learning activities using the
Learning Together : LT technique to compare academic achievement. Including ethical reasons
Honesty and Integrity and study student satisfaction with cooperative learning activities using LT
techniques. The sample group was Mathayom 2 students, Room 5, 36 people. Obtained by
random sampling. The tools used in the research include learning management plans. Academic
achievement test Honesty and Integrity Ethical Reasoning Test and satisfaction questionnaire
Data were analyzed by finding percentages, means, standard deviations, and t-test values

(Dependent Samples).

The results of the research found that (1) the academic achievement of students who
received learning activities Using cooperative learning techniques: Learning Together: LT after
studying is higher than before studying. Significantly significant in consciousness at the 1.99 (2)
Study of ethical reasoning The honesty of the students using the cooperative learning LT
technique before studying was at a moderate level After studying at a high level (3), students'
satisfaction with the LT technique cooperative learning activities was at a high level (X = 8.97

S.D.=0.32).
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
