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‘Abstract

This research aims to 1) Compare the learning achievement before and after using
moral stories for 4dth-grade students. 2) Study the students’ satisfaction with the learning
approach using moral stories. The sample group consisted of 36 4th-grade students from class
4/5, Municipal School 2 (Ban Hat Yai), who were selected through cluster random sampling.
The research followed a one-group pre-test and post-test design. The tools used in the study
included three moral stories, a 10-item multiple-choice test for measuring learning
achievement, a student satisfaction questionnaire regarding the learning process using moral
stories, and an observation form assessing students' behavior based on three of the eight

desirable characteristics, namely honesty, eagerness to learn, and volunteerism.

In this study, the researcher designed the educational approach using moral stories to
convey moral and ethical concepts in a simple and engaging way appropriate for primary
school students. The moral stories used in the research portrayed good behaviors,
responsibility toward oneself and society, and the learning of moral values through characters

that children could easily understand and relate to.

The study also employed questionnaires and behavior observation before and after
the learning process to assess the impact of moral stories on the students’ behavior and
attitudes. The research steps included a teaching experiment where moral stories served as
the primary learning material, followed by activities such as listening, answering questions, and
reflecting on moral lessons learned from the stories. Changes in students' behaviors were
measured both before and after the use of the teaching materials to compare the

development in moral and ethical values.

The research results revealed that students taught using moral stories showed
significant improvement in desirable characteristics, especially in honesty, eagerness to learn,

and volunteerism. Additionally, students exhibited more responsible behaviors, such as



helping peers and working cooperatively. Moreover, the students developed a positive

attitude toward group work and were more committed to completing tasks.

1. The comparison of learning achievement showed a statistically significant
improvement, with the pre-test average score of 4.69 and the post-test average score

of 8.72 at a 0.5 significance level.

2. The study of students' satisfaction with the learning approach using moral stories

indicated that 92.5% of the students were highly satisfied.

3. The development of the eight desirable characteristics, focusing on honesty, eagerness
to learn, and volunteerism, showed that 84.7% of the students demonstrated

improvement, while 15.3% showed no improvement in these characteristics.
