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Abstract

This research aimed 1) to compare the learning achievement in Thai language principles,
specifically on the characteristics of Thai sentences, of Grade 8 students before and after using
the Wordwall web application game, and 2) to study the attitudes of Grade 8 students towards
learning using the Wordwall web application game. The sample consisted of 38 students from
one classroom of Grade 8/1 at Navamindarajudis Thaksin School, obtained through simple random
sampling using classrooms as the sampling unit. The research instruments were 1) a learning
management plan on the characteristics of Thai sentences, 2) the Wordwall web application
game, 3) a 20-item, 4-choice achievement test, and 4) a 6-item, 5-level rating scale attitude
questionnaire towards learning Thai language using the Wordwall web application game. The data
were analyzed using percentage, mean, standard deviation, item-objective congruence index
(I00), and dependent t-test.

Research Findings

1. The comparison of academic achievement in Thai language, specifically on the topic of
sentence structures in Thai, using the web application game Wordwall for Grade 8 showed that
post-lesson achievement was significantly higher than pre-lesson achievement at the .05 level.

2. The attitudes of Grade 8 towards learning management using the web application game

Wordwall were found to be at the “highest” level.
