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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to 1) develop reading and writing skills in lessons
using practice exercises designed for students in Grade 6/2, and 2) compare reading and writing
skills in lessons before and after the implementation of the learning activities using practice
exercises for students in Grade 6/2. The research population consists of students in Grade 6/2
for the academic year 2024, at Thesaban 3 School (Wat Sala Hua Yang), totaling 13 students.
Data collection is carried out using: 1) a lesson plan on reading and writing, consisting of 1
plan with a total of 10 hours; 2) practice exercises for reading and writing in lessons; and 3) a
test on reading and writing in lessons, comprising 20 questions worth 20 points. Data analysis
is conducted using statistical methods including mean (u), standard deviation (0), and
percentage.

The research findings were as follows 1) students in Grade 6/2 at Thesaban 3 School
(Wat Sala Hua Yang) showed improvement in their reading and writing skills in lessons using
practice exercises, with a percentage increase of 25.38% in their development, and 2) the
reading and writing skills in lessons after the learning activities using practice exercises for

Grade 6/2 students were higher than before, with an average score increase of 5.08 points.
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
