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Abstract

The objectives of this research are: @) develop the skills of reading
comprehension by using exercises for reading comprehension of grade 5 students of
Wichianchom School, 2) to compare the skills of reading comprehension by using
exercises for reading comprehension of grade 5 students of Wichianchom School
before and after studying. The sample group used in this research was grade 5/2
students of Wichianchom School, totaling 39 students, selected by purposive
sampling. The research instruments were PowerPoint media, a 20-question, 20-point
test on reading comprehension, a lesson plan on reading comprehension, and
exercises for reading comprehension. The statistics used for data analysis were

percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The results of the research can be summarized as follows:

@) Students developed their skills of reading comprehension by using exercises
for reading comprehension with an average development score of 25.51 percent.

) Students had higher skills of reading comprehension after learning using
exercises for reading comprehension after studying than before studying with an

average score increase of 5.10.
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
